Nine days after a devastating earthquake shocked the country of Haiti into disarray, Marion County Fire
Rescue Lt. Mark Nowery responded to Fermanthe, Haiti, to help bring relief to the wounded. “It was
absolutely incredible,” said Nowery. “As we landed, the runway was lined with tents from all over the
world; it looked like a battle zone.”

Working in conjunction with Samaritan’s Purse (an international relief agency), Nowery teamed up with a
special orthopedic team of surgeons, family practice doctors and nurses, serving as the only emergency
responder on the team. “People were being flown in by helicopter and others lined up outside the
hospital,” Nowery said. “Some waited eight hours just to get inside.”

Assigned to wound care, Nowery cleaned infections and injuries for patients before and after their
operations. During his two-week stay in Haiti, Nowery worked 14-hour shifts and estimates he personally
took care of more than 120 patients and delivered four children. Altogether the team performed more than
1,000 operations.
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
